DRAFT ACTIVE TRANSPORTATION PLAN

The Committee reviewed the draft Monterey County Active Transportation Plan, and provided
comments by May 31, 2018.

Virginia Murillo, Transportation Planner reported that the Active Transportation Plan is an update
of the 2011 Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan. The focus of the 2018 Plan update is to meet the
State Active Transportation Program guidelines, incorporate innovative bicycle facility designs,
and promote high priority projects. The plan will position high priority projects to be more
competitive for grant funding, such as the State’s Active Transportation Program. The upcoming
ATP cycle funding estimate is $445 million for FY2019/20 to FY2022/23. Since the public
outreach phase of this project, TAMC staff met with city and county staff to review public
comments and to discuss city priorities. Agency staff then developed draft ranked projects lists
for each of the Monterey County jurisdictions, based on the State Active Transportation Program
grant scoring criteria and input received from the Bicycle and Pedestrian Committee and the
Technical Advisory Committee.

Ms. Murillo reported that based on input from the local jurisdictions and the projects scores, Alta
Planning+ Design will develop conceptual designs on a few projects. The intend of the
conceptual designs is to advance these high-priority projects into project development and make
them more competitive for ATP grant funding. Following release of the draft Active
Transportation Plan, staff will conduct additional outreach to promote the draft Plan and
coordinate with stakeholders on the conceptual design development. She noted that public
comment will be accepted until May 31, 2018.

The Committee had the following comments and suggestions for the draft Monterey County
Active Transportation Plan:

Consider projects with connectivity high priority

Coordinate with cities to submit all trails in their city (lots of unknown trails)
Consider doing temporary demonstrations of proposed projects

Consider using social media for public outreach

Consider using a different color paint on bike trails

Consider more roundabouts

S. ACTIVE TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM GRANT CYCLE 4

The Committee received a representation and provided input on proposed local Active
Transportation Program grant projects.

Virginia Murillo, Transportation Planner reported that the State Active Transportation Program is
a competitive grant program that funds bike and pedestrian infrastructure improvements and
projects. The call for projects begins May 16, with applications due on July 31. Transportation
Agency staff has been coordinating with local cities and the county to identify projects that will
be competitive for the upcoming ATP funding cycle. In conclusion Ms. Murillo noted that agency
staff is coordinating with the cities on the development of concept designs for the projects in
Salinas and King City as part of the Monterey County Active Transportation Plan in order to
support the development of ATP grant applications.

Committee members were very excited to see the TAMC traffic gardens proposal.

Committee member LeBarre noted that he is excited to see more safety education in schools like
bike rodeos for the kids.

Chair Rheinheimer asked staff to coordinate with CSUMB staff on a potential ATP application.

6. MONTEREY COUNTY BIKE/WALK CHALLENGE
The Committee received on the 2018 Monterey County Bike/Walk Challenge.

Ariana Green, Associate Transportation Planner announced for all to get ready to bike and walk
to work this May! She noted that the first annual Monterey County Bike/ Walk Challenge will
kick-off during National Bike to Work Week (May 14, 2018) and end on May 31, 2018. Business,
teams and participants who walk and bike the most will have a chance to win prizes and
recognition. She noted that Go831 program provides tools, incentives and a coordinated program
to enable employers and the public to help reduce traffic, improve air quality and promote health
by encouraging alternatives to driving alone. The program software platform is easy to use for
commuters to identify commute options and employers to administer programs and track
progress. Go831 will initially be available to a few employers in Monterey County, and is
designated to support employer based commuter programs by providing resources, technology
and tools that create valuable benefits to employees. In conclusion Ms. Green noted that the
program is being rolled out in phases and for more information about the program visit:

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

RECEIVE report on the City of Salinas' and the City of Seaside's bike share programs.

SUMMARY:

The cities of Salinas and Seaside will begin bike share programs in their respective cities with ofo,
a dockless bike share company. Staff will present an overview of the bike share programs.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:
There is no financial impact to the TAMC budget associated with this item.

DISCUSSION:

The concept of bike sharing originated in Europe, and has been gaining popularity in communities and
college campuses around the United States. Bike sharing programs are a form of public transportation
that allow riders to rent bikes for short trips and provide a first-mile last-mile connection to public
transit. Benefits of bike sharing identified in published research include traffic congestion and
greenhouse gas reductions, increased public awareness and support for bicycling, increased transit
usage, economic benefits for businesses and public health benefits.

TAMC completed a Monterey County Bicycle Sharing Feasibility Study and Implementation Plan in
2013 that evaluated the potential for establishing a bicycle sharing program. The Feasibility Study
identified Salinas and the Monterey Peninsula cities of Seaside, Monterey and Pacific Grove as
communities in which a bike share program would be successful. At the time, docked bike share
systems were the only models that were being implemented across the United States. Docked bike
share programs require ongoing financial support for installation and maintenance, and require users to
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pick up and drop off bikes at designated stations.

In 2017, dockless bike sharing systems emerged in the US as an alternative to the docked stations.
Dockless systems are unique in that they operate at no cost to the cities in which they operate and
don't require the infrastructure of stations. Dockless systems allow riders to pick up and drop off
bicycles in appropriate areas of the public right-of-way. The main issue with dockless bike share
systems is parking of bikes in unwanted locations. However, the service area of dockless bike share is
much broader than docked bike share systems.

The Cities of Salinas and Seaside are initiating bike share programs with the company Ofo. Ofo will
cover the deployment, maintenance and operations costs of the new bike share programs. Staff from the
cities will present on the anticipated timeline and target areas for implementation.

SUMMARY:

The State Active Transportation Program Cycle 4 call for projects is now open, with applications due
July 31. This is a competitive program. Staff from King City, Monterey County and Seaside will
present on their proposed grant applications.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The State Active Transportation Program Cycle 4 has $445 million available for fiscal years 2019/20
to 2022/23.

DISCUSSION:

The State Active Transportation Program (ATP) was created by Senate Bill 99 in 2013. The program's
purpose and goals are to increase the proportion of trips accomplished by biking and walking, increase
safety for these modes, reduce greenhouse gases, enhance public health, and provide a benefit to
disadvantaged communities. The program consolidated various transportation funding sources into a
single program totaling approximately $123 million a year from a combination of state and federal
monies. Most recently, Senate Bill 1 added $100 million per year to the program, nearly doubling the
amount of available funds for active transportation projects. Cycle 4 will program four years of
funding (State Fiscal Years 2019-20, 2020-21, 2021-22, and 2022-23).

Monterey County jurisdictions have been successful in obtaining ATP funds for projects, including;
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Castroville bike and pedestrian crossing;

Moss Landing trail segment of the Monterey Bay Sanctuary Scenic Trail Network;

Las Lomas bike and pedestrian improvements in North Monterey County;

North Fremont Street bike and pedestrian improvements in Monterey;

West Broadway bike and pedestrian improvements in Seaside; and

Via Salinas Valley bike and pedestrian improvements and educational outreach in Salinas,
Gonzales, Greenfield, Soledad and King City.

Eligible projects for the ATP Cycle 4 include infrastructure improvements, non-infrastructure
education and encouragement programs and active transportation plans (in disadvantaged communities
only). Twenty-five percent (25%) of funding must serve disadvantaged communities.

TAMC staft has been coordinating with local jurisdictions to identify projects that would be
competitive for ATP funding through the Monterey County Active Transportation Plan development.
The City of Pacific Grove is applying for ATP funding to implement improvements from the 2016
Pacific Grove Highway 68 Corridor Study. Staff from King City, Monterey, Seaside and Monterey
County will present on their proposed ATP applications. TAMC staff will also present on the traffic
gardens and Fort Ord Regional Trail & Greenway proposed ATP applications.

SUMMARY:

Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 prohibits recipients of federal financial assistance from
discriminating on the basis of race, color, or national origin in their programs or activities. As a
recipient of federal funds, the Transportation Agency’s Title VI Program and Language Assistance
Plan establish a policy of nondiscrimination.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The Transportation Agency must adopt a Title VI Program and Language Assistance Plan in order to
maintain current federal funding, and to be eligible to receive future federal funding. Staff time
required to implement the Title VI Program and Language Assistance Plan was budgeted under
Transportation Development Act administration (Work Element 1020).

DISCUSSION:

Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 is a federal statute that prohibits recipients of Federal
financial assistance from discriminating on the basis of race, color, or national origin in their programs
or activities, and it obligates federal funding agencies to enforce statutory compliance. Pursuant to
Executive Order 13166: Improving Access to Service for Persons with Limited English Proficiency
(LEP), LEP persons are entitled to language assistance under Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964.
Federal assistance recipients shall take reasonable steps to ensure meaningful access to benefits,
services, information, and other important portions of their programs and activities.
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The Federal Transit Administration’s (FTA) new guidelines for Caltrans, as a recipient of FTA
funding assistance, require sub-recipients of Caltrans Planning Grants to submit a Title VI Plan to
FTA every three years. As a Caltrans grant sub-recipient and as the Regional Transportation Planning
Agency for Monterey County, the Transportation Agency is required to comply with FTA
requirements associated with the use of these funds.

The Transportation Agency’s Title VI Program and Language Assistance Plan were developed to
provide guidance in administration and management of Title VI related activities. As part of the
Language Assistance Plan these languages were identified as those for which significant populations
exist that require the Transportation Agency to provide language assistance: Spanish, Tagalog,
Vietnamese, and Korean. The Transportation Agency’s Title VI Program and Language Assistance
Plan include the following;

e The definition and significance of Title VI and Limited English Proficiency

e The Transportation Agency’s commitment to meeting the statutory and reporting requirements of
Title VI

e A public participation plan, demographic profile and a summary of outreach efforts for Monterey
County

e The Language Assistance Plan, including an analysis of the potential number of Limited English
Proficiency persons served by the Transportation Agency’s programs and projects, the frequency
with which staff contact Limited English Proficiency persons, the significance of programs to
Limited English Proficiency persons, and the services available to Limited English Proficiency
persons

e [anguage Assistance Plan Implementation strategies

e Title VI complaint process and forms
