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4.  CALTRANS DISCTICT 5 ACTIVE TRANSPOTATION PLAN 

 The Committee received a presentation on Caltrans District 5 Active Transportation Plan. 
 
Audrey Ogden, Transportation Planner, Ingrid McRoberts, Development Review, and Terri 
Persons, Senior Transportation Planner from Caltrans District 5 gave an overview of the current 
and future outreach efforts for the Caltrans District 5 Active Transportation Plan. Caltrans District 
5 covers the central coast region of the State, that includes: Monterey, Santa Cruz, San Benito, 
San Luis Obispo, and Santa Barbara counties. Caltrans is the owner and operator of the State 
Highway System. The planning effort to develop this Active Transportation Plan is the first of its 
kind in the district and the state. Ms. Ogden noted that the Plan will establish a distract-wide 
vision and goals developed in coordination with its transportation partner agencies for a safe 
active transportation network supporting healthy communities for all users, especially 
disadvantage communities. Caltrans District 5 has committed to strengthening and innovating 
how they engage with their community stakeholders throughout the Central Coast region. She 
noted that Caltrans launched the website https://bikewalkcentralcoast.mindmixer.com/ to share 
information about the plan and collect public input. Ms. Ogden reported that the project team 
attended Ciclovia King City and Hollister Farmers Market where they distributed surveys to 
community members both in English and Spanish. She asked Committee members to please share 
additional events in Monterey County before August 1st for the team to include in their outreach 
efforts. The active transportation needs and existing network gaps that surface from data 
collection, community input, and existing active transportation efforts will inform priority bicycle 
and pedestrian improvements and recommendations is the district. In conclusion they expressed 
the need for input on bike gaps since they don’t live here. They are working on all Caltrans 
highways, crossings and parallels facilities. 
 
Committee member Abby Ostovar asked if Caltrans would be sharing the gap analysis 
information. Caltrans staff noted that they are still gathering information and that it is a one-year 
long outreach process through the MindMixer platform. She noted that they are having three 
rounds of questions: the first round ends on May 31st with the second round starting on June 1st 
and the third on August 1st. The outreach phase is expected to conclude on October 2019 with the 
Plan drafted by December 2019.   
 
The Committee had the following comments and suggestions on the Caltrans District 5 Active 
Transportation Plan: 

 Consider using visits to communities throughout District 5 during outreach events to 
ground truth bikeways and conditions of the road for the GIS inventory of infrastructure 

 Consider looking at all crossings on or near State Route 101 in the Salinas Valley 
 Consider coordinating with all the local Cities on the gap analysis

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5. UPDATE ON COMMUNITY OUTREACH ACTIVITIES 

 The Committee received a verbal update on TAMC’s recent community outreach activities at the 
first ever Ciclovia King City and 7th annual Seaside Earth Day celebration. 
 
Stefania Castillo, Transportation Planner reported that she attended the Ciclovia in King City and 
gave out over 500 bike lights. She noted that it was a great event with a lot of members of the 
community in attendance. She also attended the Seaside Earth Day event and gave out 
information on the draft highway 218 corridor study and the Fort Ord Regional Trail and 
Greenway (FORTAG) project. She noted that draft study has been presented to the Monterey and 
Del Rey Oaks City Councils, with a presentation for the Seaside City Council scheduled for May 
2nd and we are hoping to take the final corridor study to the TAMC Board in June. In conclusion 
Ms. Castillo reported that yesterday was the City of Seaside Pop-Up Opening Day and will be up 
until May 13th. She shared a few pictures of the proposed temporary crosswalk. She also 
announced that on May 14th will be City of Marina Pop-up Opening Day. She noted that 
announcements and flyers went out to all the parents and a banner with the pop-up dates was 
displayed at the entrance to the schools.

Subject: Seaside & Marina Safe Routes to School Update

RECOMMENDED ACTION:
RECEIVE update on the Seaside & Marina Safe Routes to School May pop-ups and walk/bike to
school events.

SUMMARY:
During the month of May, the project team installed two temporary safe routes to school "pop-up"
demonstrations of proposed on-street improvements in Seaside and Marina.  The demonstrations
allowed students, parents and residents to physically walk and bike through some of the proposed
improvements and provide input on whether or not the projects should be made permanent. 

FINANCIAL IMPACT:
The pop-up demonstrations are part of the Seaside & Marina Safe Walking & Biking to School:
Complete Streets Plan, which is funded through a $360,876 Caltrans Sustainable Transportation
Planning Grant and $47,077 of Measure X Safe Routes to School Program funds. 

DISCUSSION:
Temporary safety demonstrations were installed at Martin Luther King Jr. School of the Arts along
Broadway Avenue in Seaside and at Crumpton and Marina Vista elementary schools along Carmel
Avenue in Marina using tape, wave delineators, and washable green and purple paint denoting would-
be bike lanes and curb extensions. Below is a summary of the temporary improvements at each city:
 
Seaside Temporary Improvements (May 1 - May 15):

Curb extensions at all four corners of the intersection of Broadway Ave and Yosemite St to
extend the sidewalk at the corners creating shorter crossing distances for pedestrians and making
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them more visible to drivers.
New crosswalk across Broadway Ave, east of the school driveway. This is a popular crossing
location for families during drop-off and pick-up.
Road diet on Broadway Ave between Yosemite St and Mescal St to create buffered or protected
bike lanes. This project is identified in the Seaside Draft General Plan, and involves reducing
this section of Broadway Ave from four lanes to two and replacing the outer lane with a bike
lane. This treatment would help to slow traffic on Broadway Ave in front of the school and
provide a safe space for students and community members who bike. 

Marina Temporary Improvements (May 14 - May 28):
New crosswalk across Carmel Ave at Nicklas Ln, and new crosswalk across Nicklas Ln. This
could include changing the crosswalk in the school parking lot to align with the new crosswalk
across Carmel Ave.
Curb extensions at the intersections of Carmel Ave and Pleasant Cir and Carmel Ave and
California Ave. Curb extensions on Carmel Ave and Carmelo Cir and Lynscott Dr.

 
Parents were alerted about the safety demonstrations and walk/bike to school events via their school's
email and text blast communications. Banners with demonstration dates were displayed at the entrance
of each school weeks before the pop-ups were installed. Posters explaining the temporary
improvements were displayed at the entrance of each school for the two weeks the demonstration was
up. All communication was provided in English and Spanish. 
 
Walk and Bike to School events were held at the three schools on the following dates:

May 6th, 2019 - Martin Luther King Jr. Academy of the Arts
May 15th, 2019 - Crumpton Elementary
May 16th, 2019 - Marina Vista Elementary

 
For these events parents were encouraged to meet at start locations within a half mile from school and
walk or bike to school to experience the safety demonstration first hand and participate in a safety
presentation. Healthy refreshments, snacks, bike helmets, bike bells and safety lights where distributed
to children that participated in the event. Children were thrilled to see Sky and Chase (characters from
the children's Paw Patrol show) walk with them to school. The two Paw Patrol costumes will be used
for future safe routes to school events part of the "Every Child" state active transportation grant as
well as the Salinas Safe Routes to School Caltrans Sustainable Transportation Planning grant. 
 
Parents and members of the community had the opportunity to provide input on whether or not the
project should be made permanent through surveys distributed and filled out during the event. All walk
and bike to school events were well attended despite rainy weather.
