Committee member Eric Petersen noted that he spoke with Transportation Agency staff Christina
Watson and noted that the state license plate will be re-introduced. He also noted that the vehicle
code is unclear about side by side riding and mentioned Bob Shanteau has been attending the
Statewide Cycling Committee.

DOWNTOWN SALINAS COMPLETE STREETS PROJECT
The Committee provided input on the City of Salinas’ Alisal Complete Streets Project.

James Serrano, City of Salinas, reported that the City received grant funds to make complete streets
safety improvements for bicyclists, pedestrians and drivers on Alisal Street, between Blanco Road
and Front Street. He noted the City of Salinas’ Downtown Vibrancy Plan identified needs to update
Downtown’s infrastructure to assure pedestrian safety, calm vehicular traffic to encourage
increased bicycle use, provide a sustainable parking strategy, and create a sense of place through art
and culture that attracts visitors to a new, safe destination. Improvements along Alisal Street
include:

e Buffered bike lanes between Blanco Rd. & Front St.

e Parking buffered bike lanes between Salinas St. & Capitol St.

e Center turns lanes between Front St. & Soledad St.

e Curb extensions and high-visibility crosswalks on Pajaro St, Monterey St & Church St,

Lincoln Ave, Homestead Ave. & W. Acacia St.
e Pedestrian all-way crosswalks (pedestrian scrambles) on Main St & Salinas St.

In conclusion Mr. Serrano noted that the Alisal Street road diet improvements are meant to
accommodate the existing and planned volumes of auto traffic while making it safer for pedestrians
and bicyclists to use the street. He noted that the planning level cost estimate for design and
construction of these improvements is $2.6 million. Construction is expected to begin this summer,
and be complete by Spring 2018.

The Committee had the following suggestions on the Alisal Complete Streets Project:
e Consider working with Monterey-Salinas Transit on development of bus rapid trasnit
improvements along the corridor
Consider updating all traffic signal lights along the corridor
Consider possibly installing a roundabout on Lincoln/Capitol in a future phase
Consider leading pedestrian intervals at signalized intersections
Consider using the NACTO transit design guidelines
Consider educating Monterey County residents on bicycle safety

MEASURE X UPDATE

The Committee received an update on Measure X and the Transportation Safety and Investment
Plan.

Virginia Murillo, Transportation Planner reported that Monterey County voters approved Measure
X in November 2016 to fund the Transportation Safety & Investment Plan, just above the required
2/3rds voter approval threshold, at 67.71%. She noted that the revenues are split with 60%
dedicated to local road maintenance, pothole repairs and safety projects, and 40% dedicated to
regional safety and mobility projects. As part of the 40% dedicated to regional projects, Measure X
includes $20 million for the Fort Ord Regional Trail and Greenway project, and $20 million for a
Safe Routes to School category. She noted that several implementation steps will occur before the
tax begins. At the beginning of January 2017, Transportation Agency will approve agreements with
the Board of Equalization, the County Auditor and cities and the County to develop agreements for
revenue. Transportation Agency will initiate a pavement management system and hire a bond
analysis advisor. The Agency will also be setting up the Citizens Oversight Committee that includes
representatives from a diverse set of community organizations and interest groups.

In conclusion Ms. Murillo noted that the tax will begin collection on April 2013, and the first
payment to the cities and County are expected in August 2017. She noted that the cities and county
will develop a list of early delivery projects and a 5 — year expenditure plan for local streets and
road maintenance projects. She noted that public outreach will be a key component of Measure X
and the Transportation Agency will issue press releases and present to community groups as project
implementation begins.

Committee member Michael LeBarre noted that posting the highlights of Measure X, especially the
safe routes to school component, and using ad targeting on Facebook can be a great result for all
cities and everyone can add to Facebook page.

ACTIVE TRANSPORTATION PROGRAM CYCLE 3
The Committee received an update on the Active Transportation Program Cycle 3 grant program.

Virginia Murillo, Transportation Planner reported that the Monterey County Health Department
was awarded grant funds for safe routes to school education and to support open streets Ciclovia
events in the cities of Salinas, Gonzales, Greenfield and King City. $240 million was available
statewide on a competitive basis. She noted that the program received 456 applications requesting
$976.7 million.

In conclusion Ms. Murillo noted that the Transportation Agency staff will be requesting a debrief
from the California Transportation Commission for each of the applications. Staff will take these
comments to improve future grant applications, and will coordinate with the County and the City of
Salinas to identify potential alternative sources of funds to complete these projects.

Committee member LeBarre noted that King City is working on downtown streetscape
improvements that might be a competitive grant proposal project in the future.

He also noted that all the
South County cities appreciate the safe routes to school program, noting that most people in South
County walk.

Program Competitive Grants program.

SUMMARY:

The Transportation Agency periodically programs Regional Surface Transportation
Program, Transportation Development Act 2%, and Regional Development Impact Fee
funds to local projects. Transportation Agency staff requests jurisdictions review and
provide feedback on the draft guidelines.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The three-year estimated funding of Regional Surface Transportation Program for fiscal
years 2017/18/19 is $3.6 million for fair share and $6.95 million for competitive grants.

DISCUSSION:

The Surface Transportation Program is a federal program that provides states and local
jurisdictions with funding for highway improvements, street rehabilitation and
transportation enhancements. The Transportation Agency receives an annual apportionment
of Regional Surface Transportation Program funding, passed through the State. Because
Monterey County didn’t have an urbanized area with a population of greater than 200,000
in the 1990 census, it qualified for the state exchange Surface Transportation Program,
whereby Caltrans keeps the federal Surface Transportation Program apportionments for a
region and gives the regional agency an equivalent amount of state cash.
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The Transportation Agency distributes Regional Surface Transportation Program funding in
both fair-share and competitive programs. Monterey County and the cities receive fair-
share Regional Surface Transportation Program funds based on their population and road
miles. The total fair share allocation over the next three years was set by the
Transportation Agency Board of Directors at $3.6 million. This fair share amount would be
distributed to the jurisdictions as follows:

The Transportation Agency distributes part of the Regional Surface Transportation Program
funding on a competitive basis to transportation projects based on a variety of criteria,
including traffic volume and project deliverability. With the Transportation Agency now
seeking to begin a new grant cycle, this process would involve the release of grant
materials by the Transportation Agency, and the Technical Advisory Committee
establishing a subcommittee to review and rank project proposals. The estimated three-
year total available for grant funds is $6.95 million (see Attachment 1).

Agency staft is proposing to award the competitive grants in two tiers, based on the
availability of funding, The first tier would be funded with the estimated $6.95 million in
RSTP. The second tier would be funded with any deprogrammed funds from the last
competitive grants cycle.

The Transportation Agency will also be updating its policies and procedures related to the
Regional Surface Transportation Program. Transportation Agency staff will provide an
update at the Technical Advisory Committee meeting on the guidelines, as well as review
policies for the distribution of fair share allocations, the timely use of funds, use of
interest, project eligibility, and discuss criteria and procedures for future grant cycles. The
draft schedule for these activities are included as Attachment 2.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

1. RECEIVE report on Monterey County Bike Month 2016; and
2. PROVIDE direction to staff on future planning for Monterey County Bike Month
2017.

SUMMARY:

Bike Month is a national campaign held annually in May to promote bicycling. The Agency
has dedicated Transportation Development Act funds for an annual public

education campaign, and requests direction from the Committee for 2017 Bike Month.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The budget to support Bike Month and other year-round bicycling events and educational
activities is $27,500 that is included in the Agency's approved 2016/17 budget. This
budget comes from the State Transportation Development Act 2% funds for bicycle and
pedestrian education and encouragement activities.

DISCUSSION:

The League of American Bicyclists has designated the month of May as National Bike
Month. The purpose of Bike Month is to raise public awareness of bicycling as a form of
transportation. One of the findings of the 2014 Alliance Benchmarking Report prepared by
the Alliance for Biking and Walking is that more people bike and walk to work in
communities with strong bicycling and pedestrian advocacy.

Monterey County Bike Month 2016
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2016 Bike Month Activities included the Salinas Criterium Bike Race, King City Junior
Road Race, Salinas Ride to City Council, Salinas Community Ride, and offered free adult
bike safety trainings throughout Monterey County (attachement). Events were promoted
on the TAMC website and Facebook page, the Bicycling Monterey website and published
in the Monterey County Weekly.

TAMC collaborated with CSU Monterey Bay to offer seven free adult BikeSAFE training
classes throughout Monterey County in April and in May, as part of Bike Month. Classes
were scheduled at Hartnell College in Salinas, CSU Monterey in Seaside, YMCA in
Soledad and at the King City High School. Interest in the classes was low, and only two
classes were held in May. The remaining five classes were canceled. Five participants
were trained during Bike Month at the two classes held.

TAMC contracted with Ecology Action to conduct bike safety trainings at elementary
schools throughout Monterey County. Ecology Action leveraged TAMC funds to secure
additional funding from the Monterey Peninsula Foundation and the Community Foundation
of Monterey County. In total, Ecology Action conducted bike safety trainings at 17 schools
in Monterey County reaching 303 students.

Future Planning
Staff is proposing to allocate eligible funds to continue to support a robust public outreach
campaign during Bike Month.

Staff is requesting that the Committee provide direction on Bike Month activities. The
staff-recommended approach is to:

1. Pause the BikeSAFE program for the Spring and allow for time to form cross-sector
partnerships to create a more robust adult bike safety education program.

2. Continue bicycle safety trainings for children, while coordinating with the County
Health Department and others that are offering bicycle safety trainings for children.

3. Continue promoting bicycling events during Bike Month and supporting community
bicycling and walking events such as Salinas Ciclovia.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

RECEIVE update on the Monterey County Active Transportation Plan outreach
campaign.

SUMMARY:

The 2017 Monterey County Active Transportation Plan is an update of the 2011 Bicycle
and Pedestrian Master Plan. The focus of the 2017 Plan is to meet the State Active
Transportation Program guidelines, incorporate innovative bicycle facility designs and
promote high priority projects. Staff will present an update on the public outreach

campaign.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The Plan is being developed in-house, and will position high priority projects to be more
competitive for grant funding, such as the State's Active Transportation Program that had
$240 million available on a competitive basis in the last funding cycle.

DISCUSSION:

In addition to creating an Active Transportation Plan that will meet the State's guidelines,
and 1dentifying high priority bicycle and pedestrian projects, this effort will also focus on
analyzing key gaps in the existing and proposed bicycle and pedestrian networks,
identifying opportunity sites for innovative bicycle facility design, and designating areas
for enhanced regional and local connectivity.

In May 2016, Committee members from the Bicycle and Pedestrian Committee and the
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Technical Advisory Committee participated in a mapping activity to identify bicycle and
pedestrian improvements throughout Monterey County. In August 2016, Committee
members provided input on the list of projects identified in the May mapping exercise.
From September to December 2016, TAMC staff set up an online mapping public input
tool. Members of the public were able to provide feedback on: barriers to
bicycling/walking, routes that they currently walk/bike, and routes that they would like to
bike/walk if improvements were made. Approximately 300 people submitted 430
comments via the Wikimapping tool. Staft collaborated with the Monterey County Health
Department to gather input from their Greenfield Leadership and Civic Engagement group.
Staff also collaborated with the City of Gonzales to host a South County public workshop
for the Plan. The attachment summarizes the comments received throughout the public
outreach period, and includes the comments submitted by the Committees and the public.

In the next few months, TAMC staff will be meeting with local city staff to review Plan
comments, and refine the list of comments to be included in the Plan. Staff will rank
projects, and will bring the ranked list to the Committees for input. Once high priority
projects have been identified, TAMC will hire a consultant to develop preliminary designs
and refined project costs. The goal is to have these high priority projects move farther
along in their development so that they can be more competitive for State and Federal grant
funds. This list will also assist cities and the County 1n identifying projects to be
implemented with Measure X funds.

The Plan will be finalized over the summer, and adopted by the TAMC Board in fall 2017.
By completing the Plan this year, bike and pedestrian projects will be ready for the next
round of grant funds.

Now thatit’s officially a TAMC project, FORTAG co-founder Scott Waltz
says the focus will shift from a more conceputal phase to deciding which
stages of the trail network get built first.

The best Fred Watson can remember it, the seeds of a regional trail network were first sown in 2007, at a Fort Ord Reuse Authority
meeting about clearing land of ordnance, and the necessity to close trails to do so. Though it was a rough day for trail-users, Watson

says, the meeting also brought together about 200 of them, and suddenly, a community was born.

Watson later connected with Scott Waltz, a fellow CSU Monterey Bay professor, and after meetings with other Marina leaders —
Mayor Bruce Delgado, Councilmember Gail Morton and Planning Commissioner Margaret Davis — a vision materialized: the Fort Ord
Rec Trail and Greenway (FORTAG), a network of paved trails from Monterey to Marina that would add an inland counterpart to the
coastal Rec Trail.

For years, the two have been conducting outreach and planning the proposed route — about 30 miles, all told — and making sure it is
included in any planning documents in Marina, CSUMB, Seaside and elsewhere.

The two estimate the network will cost $40 million to plan and build, $20 million of which will be provided by funds from the passage
of Measure X, a countywide measure put forth by the Transportation Agency for Monterey County that passed Nov. 8, and which will
raise $600 million in tax revenue to fund various transportation projects in the county over the next 30 years.

“It's the dawn of a new phase,” Watson says.
“It's gone from an idea to a regional reality,” Waltz adds.

Presently, the two are pushing as hard as they can to get FORTAG high up on the list of TAMC’s Measure X projects — the measure’s
funding will trickle in over time, so the projects will be staggered — and the first steps are a formalized master plan, an environmental
impact report and finding grant opportunities to leverage the $20 million.

Debbie Hale, TAMC’s executive director, is optimistic about FORTAG’s chances in securing a Federal Lands Access Program grant,
adding that the Santa Cruz County Regional Transportation Commission was recently awarded such a grant to build a paved trail

along the coast to access the marine sanctuary.
In the case of FORTAG, it combines the sanctuary with the Fort Ord National Monument.
“We've got the marine sanctuary on the west and the monument on the east,” Hale says. “It seems like a perfect fit.”

Hale says TAMC will apply for that grant in early 2017, and hopes it can help fund FORTAG’s planning and environmental review, the
latter of which she estimates will take a year to 18 months and cost hundreds of thousands of dollars. As far as which parts of
FORTAG will be buiilt first, Hale says, “It all depends on funding. We’d love to see some kind of ground get broken in five years.”

Watson and Waltz see FORTAG's central loop — which goes from the Rec Trail and circumvents CSUMB — as a good place to start,

as it connects Marina, Seaside, CSUMB and county lands. “It brings everybody together,” Waltz says.

On Nov. 8, Monterey County residents chose a brighter future when they voted to support the Measure X
Transportation Safety & Investment Plan, thereby choosing to invest in themselves by approving a 3/8 percent
sales tax to improve Monterey County’s transportation network.

On behalf of the Transportation Agency for Monterey County, I’d like to thank residents for their support of
Measure X. Your vote has elevated Monterey County to self-help status, which will enable us to leverage state
and federal matching funds, and enhance our ability to fix our roads to improve safety, access and mobility.

As the year ends, I’d like to acknowledge some of TAMC’s 2016 achievements:

Measure X — Transportation Safety and Investment Plan

With the help of community leaders, the agency developed a Transportation Safety and Investment Plan to be
funded through a 3/8 percent sales tax, which became Measure X. The sales tax goes into effect on April 1,
2017, and it is expected to raise an estimated $20 million annually for $600 million over 30 years. Sixty percent
of the funds will be distributed to local cities and the county for road maintenance and safety projects. The
remaining 40 percent will be used for regional projects and programs.

Holman Highway 68 Roundabout Project

The Holman Highway 68 Roundabout Project will relieve traffic congestion and improve safety near the
Highway 68/Highway 1 intersection at the Pebble Beach gate. The roundabout is expected to open in mid-2017.

Via Salinas Valley

Via Salinas Valley: Pathways to Health through Active Transportation is a regional effort to improve health,
access and safety in the Salinas Valley. This project combines educational programs with capital projects to
connect destinations in Salinas, Greenfield, Gonzales, King City and Soledad.

SR 68 Scenic Highway Plan

Our agency launched the State Route 68 Scenic Highway Plan Study in 2016. Staff and consultants are
evaluating current and future travel patterns between Salinas and the Monterey Peninsula, looking into
affordable projects that will make safety, operational and capacity improvements. Given that Highway 68 is the
largest project in the Transportation Safety and Investment Plan, this study is an important tool for helping to
determine which projects to build first, and how to leverage state and federal matching funds to maximize the
improvements.

Our agency has been conducting an in-depth Level 2 Traffic & Revenue Study to determine whether drivers are

willing to pay a toll to drive on a new four-lane “Monterey Expressway” to avoid heavy traffic on Highway 156.

If they are, we can build a four-lane expressway parallel to the existing Highway 156, and also build a safer
interchange at Highway 101. The current two-lane highway will remain untolled, and be available to serve the
local community. The Measure X plan guarantees that regardless, a new, safer interchange at Castroville
Boulevard and Highway 156 will be constructed.

Bicycle and Pedestrian projects

The Bicycle Secure Program continues to promote active transportation, such as bicycling and walking. This
year we provided funding to install parking for approximately 180 bicycles and 50 skateboards, as well as
installation of four bicycle repair stations in locations from King City to Pacific Grove.

Will Franzell lives on Nacional Street in Salinas and, as the parents of two little girls, he and his wife, Holly,
were worried about cars driving fast in the residential neighborhood.

Will and Holly met with neighbors and others who were concerned about the speed of traffic on Nacional.
The group applied for a Salinas City Neighborhood Grant and raised matching funds to install of radar speed
feedback sign on their street.

A feedback sign is a flashing notice that lets drivers know how fast they are going. The City of Salinas
responded and provided an additional radar speed feedback sign and street striping to narrow the travel
lanes throughout the length of Nacional Street. The residents also put “Drive Smart, Slow Down” signs in
their yards to raise awareness. Longtime resident Donald Gulan said he cannot remember any injury

accidents occurring on Nacional but there have been “some fender benders,” Gulan said.

Traffic calming is available to all of Salinas
“It is better, they are driving slower,” stated resident Michael Means.

The city speed data that was gathered prior to the sign installation showed that 85% of the vehicle speeds were between 26 and 33 mph or slower on
Nacional which is posted as a 25 mph speed limit. Objective data measuring speed after the installation of the feedback sign has not been gathered
yet, according to Victor Gutierrez, city traffic engineer.

“We wait until people are adjusted to the sign before gathering speeds to compare,” Gutierrez said.

District 3 council member Steve McShane, who worked with the neighborhood residents on this project, said “traffic calming measures are available
for all of Salinas.” He encouraged other neighborhoods to bring their concerns to their city council representative. The Salinas City Transportation and
Traffic Commission was not involved in this project.

Pedestrian deaths up nationwide

This week Smart Growth America released a report on the alarming rise of pedestrian deaths nationwide. The report, Dangerous by Design 2016, lists
what areas are the most dangerous for people walking. The report also explores who is most at risk of being killed while walking, including data that
looks at pedestrians by age, race, ethnicity, and income.

Older people are more likely to be injured, minorities are more likely to be injured as pedestrians according to the 2016 report Dangerous by Design.
The pedestrian deaths between 2004 and 2015 can be found on the interactive map at https://smartgrowthamerica.org/dangerous-by-design/

Salinas certainly fits the pattern of age and ethnicity. For example, two pedestrian deaths on Central Ave during the 10- year period were both minority
and elderly. On Nov 27, 2007, a 74-year-old Mexican woman and on Nov. 28, 2009 an 82-year-old Mexican woman, both pedestrians, were killed on
Central Avenue in Salinas. In the same 10-year period, North Sanborn Road in east Salinas, had four pedestrian deaths; three of them were Mexican-
American, and ranging in age from 25 to 45.

North Sanborn studied by city

A traffic speed study was done in 2014 by Salinas Public Works city staff on North Sanborn between Del Monte and Boronda Road. This stretch had
four traffic collisions in two years (2012-13), and showed that the over 9,000 cars a day passed through as area posted 35 mph — and 25 mph during
school hours. There are numerous school crossings for La Paz Middle School and Oscar Loya Elementary School on this stretch of North Sanborn.
Since 85% of the cars were travelling 40 mph in the designated area, the stated purpose of the study was to see in the posted speed limit should be
raised to 40 mph. The city staff recommended that the speed limit not be raised, because of the schools in the area. Gutierrez confirmed this
conclusion. Perhaps some kind of traffic calming could be proposed?

Salinas has high pedestrian death rate
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Salinas has a high percentage of pedestrians in our traffic collision deaths. Nationwide, 12% of all traffic collision deaths are pedestrians, and the
California state average is 23%. For the past three years, 50% of all traffic collision deaths in Salinas were pedestrians, according to Sgt. Gerry Ross
of the Salinas Police Department.

Residents can take action in their own neighborhood as the folks living on Nacional did, and city staff can study traffic patterns and make
recommendations. The Salinas Traffic and Transportation Commission could play a larger role in providing a connection between city residents, city
staff and the elected officials.

Shawn Atkins and Enrique Saavedra, both of Salinas, will receive Transportation Excellence Awards for the
work of the Monterey County Public Works Department during the 2016 Sobranes fire.

The fire lasted a long time, from July 22 to October 13, and it burned 132,000 acres and cut off roads to the
Big Sur area.

“These awards are for the work of our whole department,” said Saavedra. “During the fire emergency, we
had to repair washed out roadbanks and clear debris slides. Some of the damage to county roads was caused by the heavy firefighting vehicles.”

“Every road had to be inspected after it was cleared by the firefighters,” said Saavedra. “The county workers had to examine miles of roads for safety
hazards before they could be opened to the public.”

In addition to the Sobranes fire, there were wildfires in south Monterey County, near Lake Nacimiento, compounding the county workload.

“The Transportation Excellence award is for going above and beyond what is expected of the job,” said Theresa Wright, outreach coordinator for
Transportation Agency for Monterey County (TAMC). The awards presentation will be on Wednesday at the TAMC Board meeting at 9:15 a.m. at 1428
Abbott St., Salinas

The Monterey County Convention and Visitors Bureau also will receive a Transportation Excellence award. The bureau coordinated communication
about the fire for both residents and visitors. A traffic congestion nightmare loomed when a big tourist event, Car Week, occurred in mid-August at the
height of the fire.

Tammy Blount, CEO of the MC Convention and Visitors Bureau, estimates that “Car Week brought 85,000 visitors, 39,000 from out of the county.”

The Sobranes fire had already caused the closing of three state parks along Highway 1. This diverted a lot of tourists to Monterey peninsula, even
without the huge influx of visitors for Car Week.

In response to the fire emergency, the MC Convention and Visitors Bureau created an interactive tool so residents and tourists could find out what
roads were open and what was the status of the fire. “The visitor’s bureau created user-friendly tools that were so effective that the tools are being
looked at as a model for the future events,” Wright said. “It was so cool; you could just click on any activity and see where the traffic was.”
