4. SAN ARDO COMMUNITY AND SCHOOLS CONNECTIONS PROJECT

The Committee received a presentation on the San Ardo Community and Schools Connections
Project.

Erich Rauber, Senior Civil Engineer at the County of Monterey Public Works Department
presented on the County of Monterey received a grant from the statewide Active Transportation
Program for various bicycle and pedestrian projects around Monterey County. He noted that one
of the projects that received funding is to improve safety for pedestrians walking to school in the
unincorporated community of San Ardo. Mr. Rauber noted that this project includes an
infrastructure component, which will be led by the Monterey County Public Works Department
and a non-infrastructure component led by the Health Department. This update is primarily
focused on the infrastructure component of the project. He noted that the project scope is to
construct new curb and gutter, sidewalks, pavement markings, rectangular rapid flashing beacons
(RRFB), signage, and lighting on streets that connect to San Ardo School and other community
services. The streets that would receive these enhancements are as follows:

e College Street: From Annette Street to Cattlemen Road
e Center Street: From Annette Street to Jolon Road
¢ Godchaux Street: From College Street to Center Street

Mr. Rauber noted that the County of Monterey plans to conduct community outreach throughout
the project from June 2024 to December 2026. The final designs are expected to be completed by
December 2024. He noted that construction is estimated to take place from September 2025
through June 2026.

SUMMARY:

The City of Monterey is entering the construction phase of the Del Monte/Casa Verde Recreational
Trail Intersection Improvement Project. The project includes improvements to the intersection’s
operations, pedestrian and bicycle safety enhancements, and upgrades to the recreational trail
crossing.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:

The project is funded by the Highway Safety Improvement Program (HSIP) and Neighborhood
Community Improvement Program (NCIP) funds totaling $923,832.

DISCUSSION:

The Del Monte/Casa Verde Recreational Trail Intersection Improvement Project was initiated
following concerns raised by the Del Monte Beach Neighborhood regarding the safety and
functionality of this crossing. The project was originally funded through NCIP, which provided
resources to develop a grant application and match funds. In August 2018, City staff applied for and
received a $923,832 HSIP grant to improve the intersection based on neighborhood studies and
additional safety analyses.

The intersection is a key access point for various destinations, including Del Monte Beach, Bay View
Academy, and the Monterey Peninsula Recreational Trail, which connects multiple cities and
employment centers. The project’s improvements are consistent with the City’s Multi-Modal Mobility
Plan and the City Council’s strategic goals.

The project addresses critical safety concerns for all modes of transportation at a high-traffic
intersection that connects residential areas, schools, and commercial zones. The improvements
include:

e Enhanced pedestrian and bicycle safety features (crossings and leading pedestrian intervals).
e Protected left-turn phases for vehicles.
e ADA-compliant enhancements.
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The project was last presented to the committee in April 2021, during which the design phase was
reviewed. Extensive community outreach, including a virtual public meeting and a dedicated project
webpage, gathered input on the design. Residents voiced concerns about right-turning vehicles,
pedestrian visibility, and driver behavior. In response, the City revised the design with Caltrans to
include a dedicated right-turn lane on westbound Del Monte Avenue.

The committee is specifically asked to provide feedback on the following:

e The construction timeline and potential impacts on traffic and the surrounding community.
¢ Additional considerations to ensure pedestrian and bicycle safety during and after construction.
¢ Any further concerns or input regarding the scope of the project.

SUMMARY:
Staff will present updates on draft state legislation of potential interest to the Committee.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:
The legislative proposals may have a financial impact on TAMC if they are enacted.

DISCUSSION:

Christina Watson, Director of Planning, will present an update on state legislative activities.
Attachment 1 is the draft state bill list, updated as of August 2024. Priorities listed in the bill list refer
to the adopted 2024 legislative program, online as a web attachment.

Bills of particular interest to the Bicycle and Pedestrian Facilities Advisory Committee that are still
moving include the following:

e SB 960 (Wiener) Transportation: planning: complete streets facilities: transit priority facilities -
As amended July 3, this bill would require Caltrans to adopt a transit priority policy to guide the
implementation of transit priority facilities on the state highway system. The bill would require
inclusion of bicycle, pedestrian, and transit priority facilities in the Transportation Asset
Management Plan (TAMP), the State Highway System Management Plan (SHSMP), and the
plain language performance report of the State Highway Operation and Protection Program
(SHOPP). This bill would also require any project in the SHOPP to include bicycle, pedestrian,
and transit priority facilities. The bill would require Caltrans to designate an encroachment
permit manager in each district, require that entrances and exits interacting with local roads
are address, and specifies that the bill pertains to facilities that are accessible to bicyclists and
pedestrians. Targeted outreach to disadvantaged communities is required and Caltrans must
publish on its website the status of projects and document cases when a complete streets
project is not feasible. TAMC has a support position on this bill.

e SB 1216 (Blakespear) Transportation projects: Class Il bikeways: prohibition - As amended on
July 3, this bill prohibits an agency from installing a sharrow on a highway where bicycle travel
is permitted that has a posted speed limit greater than 30 mph and prohibits CTC from adding
a project that creates a Class lll bikeway or a sharrow to the program of projects. This bill is
similar to AB 2290; TAMC has a watch position on this bill.
